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IF ADMISSION TO LYG IS NECESSARY THE FOLLOWING PROCESS SHOULD BE FOLLOWED:

· All relevant assessments to accompany individual upon admission, including behaviour management plan, risk assessment, relevant medical information

· Direct support must be in situ

· A discharge or transfer plan should be formulated upon admission

· A full multi disciplinary team meeting to be convened within 72 hours and at regular intervals until discharge/transfer is achieved

· An assessment of the suitability of the placement following emergency admission must be undertaken

· LYG must contact AB or CJB who will arrange for multi disciplinary team meeting and allocation of a care co-ordinator

· LYG to contact learning disabilities psychiatrist –CJ or UP to inform of admission (if not directly involved)

· Care co-ordinator will be responsible for liaison with the hospital manager to inform of the progress of the discharge/transfer plan

· All staff must record contacts and additions/amendment to the care plan in inpatient documentation

POINTS FOR CONSIDERATION:

· Out of hours on call policy – revise protocol/criteria for inclusion in nursing on call system

· Need to review RMO on call (no SHO tier)

· Funding access – LHB current out of hours policy

· Zero tolerance policy

· If person in family home when crisis occurs may not have staff team to draw upon to access facilities such as Trevalyn

Can environmental stimulus be lowered? Relaxation techniques employed?

Is Police assistance required? (Zero Tolerance Policy/ Section 135 and 136 MHA 1983)


Is a formal MHA assessment required or advice from other professional?


Would additional support improve the situation?
