SPEECH AND LANGUAGE THERAPY (SLT)
PROTOCAL CARE PATHWAY FOR WHEN A PERSON WITH A LEARNING DISABILITY (ALD) IS ADMITTED INTO DPOW HOSPITAL

If a client with a learning disability, when in hospital, is referred to the Acute SLT service:
The acute SLT contacts the SLT for ALD, by ‘phone, to inform of the referral, to enquire if the client is known to the SLT for ALD and, if known, for details re the client. 
Any relevant recent reports written by the SLT for ALD will then be faxed to the acute SLT. 
The SLT for ALD will inform the staff in the CTLD re the referral, and contact the residence to enquire if the patient has taken a Hospital Passport with him/her. 
All relevant information will be recorded in the shared electronic notes.
SLT for ALD will do joint in-patient assessment if requested to by the acute SLT  (dependent on capacity).

All SLTs involved will draw nursing staff’s attention to the Hospital Passport.

Acute SLT and SLT for ALD will continue to liaise regularly re status of client. 
All relevant information will be recorded in the notes (Acute: Paper case notes and data in System One; ALD: SWIFT).
If a client with a learning disability is admitted to hospital with the SLT for ALD’s knowledge:

The SLT for ALD will contact the acute SLT service to request input, making a verbal referral if necessary.

Any relevant recent reports written by the SLT for ALD will then be faxed to the acute SLT. 
SLT for ALD will do joint in-patient assessment if requested to by the acute SLT  (dependent on capacity).

Acute SLT and SLT ALD will continue to liaise regularly re status of client. 
All relevant information will be recorded in the notes (Acute: case notes and data in System One; ALD: SWIFT).
