One of the benefits of BILD membership is that we have a limited number of free places for members to attend training sessions, and afterwards meet and share ideas with members of the BILD team. If you are a member and want to come along then you will have to act quickly as the number of places are limited.
 
The first two free events will be:
 
Communication and autism on 29 November 2006 at Barnsley
 
This event will enable participants to gain insight into the complexities of communication for individuals with autism and identifies practical strategies around adjusting our language and the way in which we communicate. This event will be beneficial to direct service workers who work with young people and adults in services for people with autistic spectrum disorders.

Understanding challenging behaviour for parents and families on 27 February 2007 at Broadstairs
 
The event will discuss and detail information related to the causes of challenging behaviour, the cycle of aggression and look at some basic strategies for de-fusion, de-escalation and personal coping strategies. The day is designed for parents and family carers who have children or adults who challenge.

These are both whole day training events and will be presented by a BILD training associate. Other members of BILD staff will be on hand during the day. A new online database of journal articles and books about learning disabilities 
 
CASonline is a new addition to BILD's Current Awareness Service. It is a searchable database containing references to over 40,000 journal articles, books and pieces of research covering all aspects of learning disabilities. These are grouped into 150 topic categories and cover more than 20 years of publications. The database is added to monthly.
 
CASonline is particularly useful to students and researchers who need a reading list of material on a particular topic. Many of the articles listed can be obtained from BILD as a photocopy.
 
The full database is available as a subscription service. You can try a sample version by clicking here. This version contains references to over 2000 journal articles published between 2000 and 2005 on a selection of topics.

BILD’s new publication catalogue is now ready containing details of new titles including a set of three books on managing continence:
 
Everybody needs toilets 
Relatively little has been written about continence in relation to people with a learning disability. Everybody Needs Toilets has been produced in partnership with people who have a learning disability to rectify this situation. The issues covered are those which the people involved felt were most pertinent to their needs and those of others. They should provide stimulus for discussion. 
 
The easy-read format gives messages which are clear, easy to understand and directly relevant. Many illustrations enhance the text. 
 
The book is designed to be used by people with a learning disability with, where necessary, the support of family carers or support workers who are expected to customise the book to suit their own circumstances. 
 
Helping people with learning disabilities manage continence is a workbook for support workers and carers
 
Supporting continence management is a reader for managers
