BSc. (Hons) (Learning Disabilities)

Location:  Walsall Campus, Gorway Road, Walsall, West Midlands
Attendance:  2-5 years, part-time

Aimed at:  Staff working in the Learning Disability field. The course is available to people working with or caring for people with learning disabilities.

Future prospects: A highly educated workforce is one of the principles in ‘Valuing People’.  Staff who have qualified to NVQ level 3 through LDAF may wish to further their career via a diploma, most newly qualified Learning Disability Nurses are at diploma level and there are many who qualified before this who have studied for a diploma part-time.

These Diplomas neatly lead on to the BSc. (Hons)(Learning Disabilities) which itself can lead on to, for example, the work-based professional studies Masters award (MSc or MA).

Entry requirements: 120 level 2 credits (Diploma or equivalent)

Registered Nurse/Health or Social work/care related diploma.
Accreditation of Prior Achievement (APA) or a combination of these.

About the course: This is a 2-year, flexible, dynamic course to meet the needs of staff working with individuals with learning disabilities. The elective modules assist you in developing the course to meet your needs in practice to promote career progression and enhancement.

One of the advantages of the part-time nature of this course is its flexibility. Although all students will register each year at the same time (at the beginning of the Academic year) and study modules in certain order there is no fixed finishing point. A student might study one module in October, another in February take the next year off and do the third module the year after and finish the Degree in the next three years, studying one or two modules per year. The possible variations are manifold and each student will choose his or her route through the course.

Teaching and assessment: All Learning disabilities Modules are taught at the School of Health’s newly refurbished Boundary House at the University's Walsall Campus. The Campus has all the usual University facilities and features: A well resourced Learning Centre, complete with a large computer suite; a canteen; a Student's Union building including a Bar; a gym and swimming pool.

Modules: The Core modules are: 

· Research Proposal

· Promoting Health with People with Learning Difficulties

· Historical and Political Issues in Learning Disability
· Delivering Effective Services for People with Learning Difficulties

· Social Care in Europe

Offered as Electives by the learning disability nursing division are:

· Philosophical and Theoretical dimensions of Learning Disability Practice 

· Care and Management of Individuals with a Learning Disability and Epilepsy

· Care and Management of Individuals with a Learning Disability and Mental Health Needs

· Managing Collaborative Care

There are many more level three modules, within or without the School of Health, most of which are acceptable as electives.

Modules are assessed differently. Some are straightforward essays. Others will be assessed by a case study or a presentation of a seminar to other students. Students will be supported by a personal teacher in helping them choose their way through the course and to offer feedback and advice.
