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The Foundation degree recognises the frontline role that support staff play in the delivery of palliative & supportive care. 
The course aims to provide support workers with the necessary skills, knowledge, competence and confidence to provide good quality palliative and supportive care for people living and dying with a range of chronic illnesses across all care settings. 

The course is aimed at health and social care support workers (e.g. HCAs, Community Care Workers, Therapy Assistants etc.) from many settings including residential care homes, hospitals, hospices and community care.  





















Applicants must fulfil the following criteria:

· Have worked in a public, private or voluntary sector for a minimum of 6 months. 
· Have achieved NVQ Level 3 or equivalent. Those who don’t have this qualification and have 
significant experience can still apply but may be asked to submit a piece of written work as part of the application process. 
· You must be currently working directly with patients who have palliative and/or supportive care needs. This refers to patients/clients living with a range of chronic illnesses for which there is no cure.
