OBJECTIVES

· To assist Primary Care Teams to identify their practice populations of people with learning disabilities

· Facilitate the development of a database using the appropriate system of patients with learning disabilities in GP practices

· To ensure that all people with learning disabilities in the East Riding of Yorkshire are registered with a GP

· Identify Health Facilitators for all people with learning disabilities in the East Riding in partnership with service providers and carers

· Will establish a support group for Health Facilitation and will establish quality performance indicators around the role

· To establish a Health Facilitation Steering Group

· Develop liaison with both primary and secondary PALS to facilitate better access to a full range of NHS provision

· Identify issues of parents/carers/advocacy groups on access to local healthcare services

· Work with LD nursing team to assign Health Facilitators when case is defined as complex
· Set standards around role the of Health Facilitator

· To establish mechanisms for the implementation and maintenance of Personal Health Profiles for the East Riding in conjunction with a service user

· Assist in the development of Health Action Plans in conjunction with Personal Health Profile Team, monitoring their implementation and actions and incorporation into the Person Centred Plan and their use across primary and secondary care services

· Ensure all individuals are offered HAPs and that HAP meetings are held

· Set best practice indicators regarding HAPs against which HAPs can be evaluated and monitored
· Report back on the implementation of Health Facilitation and Health Action Plans

· Establish communication systems/record systems/link role between  localities of PCT and primary care teams 

· To establish and pilot an awareness training resource for people with learning disabilities in understanding their own health needs and navigation around the health service

· To ensure standards identified in Valuing People and National Service Frameworks are routinely applied to the care of people with learning disabilities
· To develop a directory of appropriate health services and a health resource database to assist staff within specialist learning disability services and health facilitators

· To raise awareness of health issues in relation to people with learning disabilities and promote joint working guidelines/protocols with primary care and other health services

· Carry out evaluation audit of Health Facilitation and Health Action Plans and adapt as required
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
