“High Dependency Unit”
I first thought of the H.D.U. in early 2005 when working for Worcestershire Social Services, running Pershore Day Centre. It developed from trying to stage an inclusive event for the County in 1989 and seeing the need for something that could be sited anywhere. Hence it can provide the facilities without the venue having to fund major adaptations.

 It is a mobile changing suite, with a changing bench, overhead hoist, toilet etc and room for a wheelchair. It is 20’ long by 8’ wide and can be towed into place anywhere. 

I was aware, through my-hands on approach, of the desperate need for such facilities. My then manager Tony Mann and I approached Andy Loos who were sympathetic to the needs of disability. I worked with them designing it and they made it a reality. The prototype was well received at Naidex 2006, and enthusiastically embraced by Mencap as part of their major “Changing Places” campaign (see www.changing-places.org). Tony Ray and I received awards for it from Lord Rix at the Freedom Show. Andy Loos and I are now working hard preparing production versions, ready for sale or hire from October 2006. I have responsibility for sales, hire is mainly via Andy Loos, but can be initiated through me although I am not an employee of Andy Loos.
I.D.E.A.S.

I decided to try to set up IDEAS after visiting Bryan Lupton, founder of Event Mobility, to discuss my designs for a mobile changing suite. He told me that someone needed to work to make the loo widely available – I realised (with horror!) that it would have to be me!

The loo is just one of many concepts and adaptations that I am working on with a whole range of people, some of which will become patented. They are mainly aimed at improving comfort, therapy, accommodation, choice and access for folk who are not as well provided for as they could be at present. This tends to be people who have disabilities. 

IDEAS is also about networking to improve things for folk with disabilities and to give advice on matters large or small (if I don’t know, I may know someone who does).
