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This letter is asking you to come for a cervical smear test.
You can take a woman friend, relative or keyworker with you for the test.
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You can ask to see a woman doctor or nurse.
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You can have the test at your doctors’ surgery.

Or you can have the test at a family planning clinic.
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If you want to find out more about the test, you can ring the Screening Service.
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If you have learning disabilities, you can phone your Learning Disabilities Service to find out more.
