Model

During 2012/13 Daniel Marsden & Simon Bailey developed a model to provide comparative data, enabling a better understanding of how people with learning disabilities use EKHUFT services compared to the general population.
Figure 1 Graph showing the number of admissions per 1000 for the general population and the learning disabilities population using the proportional model.
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Over the last 12 months this graph shows a generalise reduction of admissions of people with learning disabilities. It is believed that this is due to the ability identify and track people with learning disabilities, and the protocol established with Kent Community Healthcare Trust to target Learning Disability Nursing input to those cases where people with learning disabilities were experiencing readmission.
Figure 2 Bar Chart showing use of clinical Pathways through EKHUFT using the proportional model.
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This chart show that people with learning disabilities are as likely to use day surgery as the general population, more likely to use elective overnight stays, while the vast majority of admissions are through emergency pathway, where people with learning disabilities are 5 times as likely to be using these pathways as the general population.

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This chart provides evidence for targeting Learning Disability Nurse input to patient with learning disabilities who have been admitted 3 or more times in the last twelve months.
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
