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THE LINDA McENHILL AWARD
The aim of this award is to recognise an individual or team who has made a positive difference to the end of life care for people with learning disabilities. This could be, for example, a clinical development, an educational project, a piece of research, or an example of outstanding support of an individual. 

The winner will receive a free place at the NNPCPLD Conference in Scotland (November 2009) and the opportunity to promote their achievement through the work of the NNPCPLD. The name of the recipient(s) will be added to the award trophy and the winner will receive a framed certificate.
Nominations should be received by 31st August 2009. The winner will be informed in October 2009. The award will be presented at the NNPCPLD National Conference in Scotland.
Applications should be made as follows:

1. Anyone involved in the end of life care for people with learning disabilities may be nominated.

2. A statement of up to 1000 words explaining the reasons for the nomination should be provided. Particular notice will be taken of details of how the person / team’s work or initiative has impacted on end of life care for people with learning disability and any evaluation of the effects of the initiative

3. Nominations can be made by anyone – health or social care professional, person with learning disability or carer. Self-nominations are also invited.
