Once the client has been diagnosed I feel it is important that the deterioration is ascertained and monitored thus providing the correct holistic approach and care for the individual. I have come across CAMDEX-DS diagnosis tool, Has anyone used it? If so is it a friendly tool to use. 

I am attempting to get a working group together, hopefully from across all services i.e. Learning Disability, Mental health, Elderly team, o.t. etc. who are interested in the same objectives and are close to the Bedfordshire area. We would meet once a month and could change venue i.e. south, north etc. (to be fare on travel to all who would like to take part in the working group) 

To ensure that people with a learning disability who are diagnosed with pre-senile dementia/dementia. Alzheimer's are appropriately supported 1a:- to review the use of and appropriateness of 'Simon’s assessment' tool 1b. To research and review dementia assessment tools designed specifically for people with a learning disability. 1c. To agree on identified assessment/screening tool 1d. To review/develop standard care plan for people with diagnosis of dementia 1e. To review all services available across the localities for people with a learning disability and diagnosed pre-senile/dementia/Alzheimer's to ensure carers have access to appropriate support networks 

If any of the objectives are the same it would be great if I could attend to at least assist with that/those particular objectives.
