Call for Papers

Submissions for abstracts that demonstrate innovative solutions and lessons learnt in improving the clinical management of patients with a physical and/or intellectual disability are invited. Key topics include: acute/post acute care, advanced care directives, adverse events, aged care, carers, children and adolescents, chronic and complex disease, client centred approaches to care delivery, clinical practice improvement, clinical decision making, collaboration, continuum of care, culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD), education and training, elective surgery, emergency admission to hospital, emergency surgery, epilepsy management, evidence based practice, health/intellectual/physical disability, medication management, mental health, models of care, models of service delivery, multidisciplinary teams, partnerships in care delivery, patient safety, quality improvement, rehabilitation, risk management, transitional care, pre- admission screening processes, discharge planning processes, post hospitalisation, workforce

Abstracts must have a practical focus on process, implementation and outcomes of innovations projects including what worked well as well as what did not work well. 

Theoretical papers will not be considered.

Guidelines for Abstracts

Abstracts should:

· Be presented in Microsoft Word format

· Include the title of the proposed paper, each author’s name with the name of the presenting author underlined, position title, organization and contact details ie telephone, email and mailing address

· Include a brief biography for the lead author 

· Focus on the practical implementation of a project/case study where the outcomes/results have led to changes

· Suggested headings for abstracts include

· Problem

· Idea/innovation/solution

· Outcomes/results/changes

· Learnings

· Be no more than 250 words in length.

Presentation Format

Abstracts accepted will be presented at the seminar as a PowerPoint presentation. In addition to the presentation, papers for accepted abstracts will also be welcomed. Presenters will be allocated a 20-minute timeslot, plus 5 minutes for discussion
