I have an adult son with profound multiple learning disabilities who spends his days in a wheelchair. 

I would like to hear members' views on the practice of leaving the hoisting sling permanently in place in a person's wheelchair, done I assume, to facilitate an 'easy' lift for the carer, rather than consideration being given to the discomfort and potential for pressure sores, that may be the experience of the supported person. 

As a parent I would be much against this practice and I seem to remember reading that this is not a practice to be encouraged.

Depends on the type of sling - there are slings that are designed to be left under someone - should not cause pressure and can be unobtrusive - he needs an assessment from your local OT.

I understand you must be worried about your son's comfort and skin integrity. 

However, there are now some great slings out available which are designed to be left beneath the person which are made of breathable fabric and are pressure viability tested. Look up Glove slings and I think Silvalea but other manufacturers do this variety I'm sure. 

Also please make sure that your son has a full and comprehensive risk assessment of all of his handling needs by a competent person, and that this is written up in a handling plan which keeps both him AND his staff safe. 

I hope that you will find that getting the right kind of sling reduces his discomfort rather than adding to it, because in some case the moving and handling involved in placing and removing a sling several times a day can be more risky than finding one he can stay sitting on, but as I say an individual risk assessment must look at this. 

If you are still in doubt please ensure he is referred to a multi-disciplinary team for a handling assessment.

Hi, 

I have been a key trainer in Manual Handling for approx 5 years. The situation you describe would be variable upon a number of factors. Firstly the type of sling. There are a number of 'skin' slings designed to be left in place to avoid unnecessary movement for the individual requiring hoisting. Secondly your son's particular skin turgtion. In the past I have worked with individuals whose skin is very sensitive and the moving and handling required to put in place and remove a sling was uncomfortable for the individual and a risk to causing breakdown of the skin. Thirdly, there would also be an issue of comfort/pain for the individual. The mere act of moving and handling can for some people be one which is reduced to barest minimum amount due to the pain/discomfort they experience during the procedure. If the none of the above are issues to your situation I would advise that you discuss the current practice with a practitioner/nurse/ot/physio who will be able to take into account your sons individual needs. If it is felt that the sling must remain insitu then sourcing an appropriate sling for this would be an essential

Hello 

If people use molded wheelchairs then there is a range of 'parachute silk' slings which are designed to minimise moving and handling and remain in the chair. My experience is that they are bespoke made in order to prevent any discomfort and/or risk of pressure injury. 

May I suggest that all such practices are under the guidance of your CTPLD physio if you have one? I would expect most establishments if doing a lot of transferring to have input.
