�Section Two - History



Where possible a thorough history should be gathered as previous behaviour is a clear guide to how a person may react in the future. 

HISTORY OF SIMILAR BEHAVIOURS

Including type of violence,  how recent the last incident, setting conditions, any offences charged with.



��FAMILY HISTORY

Including family structure, significant life events, general family culture, history of abuse.

��HISTORY OF SERVICE INVOLVEMENT

History involvement; learning disability services, mental health services, criminal justice. Therapeutic work carried out.



��OCCUPATIONAL/ SOCIAL/ RECREATIONAL/ EDUCATIONAL

Full history of education employment and other activities.

��Significant Factor Now���Living situation puts person in position where violent reaction is likely.



����Lack meaningful occupation and structure.

����Inadequately staffed service.



����Poor supervision of staff within the service
