Risk Assessment within Learning disability Services
Adult LD Trustwide

Risk is initially assessed at the point of contact with services, via the referral form; staff would make contact with the referrer and not visit the home unless this section was completed.

The referral is discussed at the Referral and Allocation meeting (RAM) and risks reviewed with joint actions to minimise risks agreed by the RAM

Once the referral has been accepted into the service for assessment, a further risk assessment is completed with the client/ carer; the initial risk assessment.  This is undertaken in conjunction with the initial contact assessment and or Learning Disability screening assessment (this assessment is undertaken if there any queries of a person having a learning disability) 

If there are any risks identified within section A (vulnerability), vulnerable adults is considered, any risks within section B (mental health), then a Sainsbury and PAS-ADD will be undertaken, All risks identified are documented within Learning Disability risk assessment. (Form 3)
To positively support risks to be undertaken and effectively managed, these are discussed via the MDT and documented by the positive risk taking form (Form 4)

Risk assessment links throughout the processes from referral, allocation and implementation of care, further work is currently being undertaken to link this into CPA.

Children’s LD – East Yorkshire
The children’s LD service within East Yorkshire who are seconded to the children’s disability team, follow the adult process as a template, but it is now acknowledged that this may not fully address the children’s needs
Children’s LD – Hull
Risk assessment is a challenge for nurses within the children’s LD team as they sit within the CAMHN’s service yet provide a service to children with a learning disability, both services have risk assessments, but neither appears to be “fit for purpose”.
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
