Review of No Secrets

The No Secrets guidance on adult protection was launched by the Department of Health and the Home Office in April 2000 and its focus was to enable better protection for individuals needing care and support by providing a framework and guidance on developing and implementing multiagency policies and procedures to protect vulnerable adults from abuse. In this context vulnerable adults were seen as people who are unable to protect themselves from harm or exploitation such as those suffering from a disability, or illness where some support is required to help them live their lives.

Since No Secrets was published, there have been some significant legal and policy changes relating to adult health and social care, such as the Mental Capacity Act 2005 and Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards, and the Safeguarding Vulnerable Groups Act 2006 and the large personalisation agenda. 

Following the publication of a study into the prevalence of abuse, Ivan Lewis announced a review of No Secrets in the summer of 2007 so that particular emphasis could be given to strengthen the guidance and its implementation and to consider the need for legislative changes. The consultation for the review of No Secrets will be launched in October 2008 and the Department of Health have commissioned CSIP to deliver the public engagement phase to identify how No Secrets can be strengthened for the future.

The review aims to stimulate a wide debate about how No Secrets can help to deliver the new vision for health and social care so that people feel empowered to take greater control of their lives and considers how this can be achieved in the context of personalisation. There are key questions on what can the safeguarding process learn from personalisation – about making people’s wishes and choices central to the safeguarding process and about people being empowered to identify and manage risks; as well as what can personalisation learn from safeguarding. There are also questions on what does this mean for the NHS and who manages the risks? The review also sets out issues around access to criminal justice and considers the challenges associated with the requirements for legislation.
