	Loss of valuables.

Incorrect payment resulting in under or over paying.

Slips or falls when walking around the changing rooms shower and pool.

Entering the pool at the deep end, which would be out of Name’s depth, resulting in possible drowning.

Slip, trip or fall whilst entering the pool.

In the pool Name may swim into water out of his depth, resulting in panic and possible drowning.

Getting out of the pool Name may slip or fall resulting in injury or possible drowning.


	Name has been shown how to use the lockers in the changing room by a member of staff, and will use the locker to put his valuables in for each session.

The leisure staff will support Name when paying in.  I have introduced Name to most of the staff at Name Leisure, and they are aware of the support required.

Name has listened to Safety guidance given by me on walking carefully around the pool and other areas.  I have observed Name walking around the pool in a safe manner.

Name has been shown which the deep end of the pool is.  He has also been shown the correct place to enter the pool, at the shallow end. I have observed Name exiting the changing rooms near to the deep end and then walking to the shallow end to enter the pool.

Name has been shown the correct method of pool entry (holding rails and entering the pool backwards, one step at a time) Name has demonstrated that he can enter the pool using this safe entry technique.

Name has been shown the depth to which he can walk or swim, without getting out of his depth.  Name knows that swimming only breadths will prevent him from getting out of his depth. 

Name knows to exit the pool via the steps using both hands to hold the rails, and stepping up one foot at a time.
	Lockers may be broken or full.  Name may not have the correct change 20p, therefore valuables may be left out.

Name may still slip on a particularly wet area or substances e.g. shampoo on the floor.

Name may enter the pool at the deep end if distracted not realising where he is.

Name’s hand may slip or he may loose his grip

Having improved his swimming Name may swim full width way and realise he is out of his depth.

Name may loose his grip or slip with wet hands.  Name may loose his footing and slip.
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
