Research examining the relationship between Death, Dying and Intellectual Disability is in its infancy, but Wales is becoming recognised as a place where much of this work is being carried out.  This is an area of great personal and social significance.  It is certainly becoming a problem for intellectual disability services that are often characterised as providing ‘cradle to grave’ services.  People with intellectual disability services are living longer.  This has a number of important implications.  Most people when they die will be living in a service setting.  They will have lost significant others in their lives.  Many people when they themselves enter the dying phase of their lives will have terminal conditions, for example, cancer.  There is evidence to suggest that mainstream and specialist services, including palliative care services, are not well prepared to provide the support that people with intellectual disabilities need when they encounter death.  This seminar will look at this evidence and develop ideas for on-going research and also for developing better links between intellectual disability and palliative care services in Wales.
