Aims of the Post

1. Undertake clinical work within Respond’s Young People’s Service both within our clinic and at various outreach hubs
Clinical

1. Provide individual and group weekly psychotherapy to young clients with learning disabilities
2. Attend and contribute to clinical supervision sessions on this case load

3. Assist in the assessment of young people with learning disabilities for psychotherapy 

4. Ensure that all clinical work is thoroughly recorded in accordance with Respond’s procedures 
5. To prepare reports as necessary and respect confidentiality 
Case Management
1. Ensure the work of this caseload is effectively monitored and evaluated

2. Ensure that all work is undertaken in accordance with the Child Protection guidelines and polices

3. Attend any relevant professionals meetings that the caseload requires

Training and Professional Services

1. Help deliver training courses for professionals on young people with learning disabilities, trauma and psychotherapy
2. Provide consultancy to external agencies and professionals on all clinical work 

3. To work in partnership with other agencies to improve the care of children and young people with learning disabilities
Outreach

1. Assist in devising an outreach programme for young people with learning disabilities
2. Run therapeutic workshops for young people in schools or other community venues on relevant issues

3. Provide talks to other professional agencies or community groups about the work of Respond
