UNLTD MILLENNIUM AWARDS

The UnLtd Millennium Awards provide practical and financial support to social entrepreneurs within the UK that have vision, passion, drive and commitment and a desire to change the world for the better. Awards are offered on two levels: 

Level One - awards from £500 up to £5,000 (average award value 

£2,000) for individuals who need help getting their project off the ground. Support is available for project running costs such as materials, equipment, renting rooms for meetings etc. 

Level Two - awards of between £10,000 and £20,000 (average award amount of £15,000) are available for individuals whose project can be scaled up to create a sustained impact within their community. Funding is intended to take projects to their next level and may be used for living expenses of award winners so that their time may be devoted to the project.

Examples of projects that have received support include: a global issues magazine aimed at young people; a support network to enable first-time parents to share experiences; a project to support and train individuals, families and carers that are affected by autism; a free UK magazine for ethical parenting.
