Supporting parents who have learning disabilities is widely acknowledged as part of government strategy (DoH 2010) and it is vitally important for both parents’ and children’s health needs. Capacity to parent effectively is affected by having a learning disability and suffering from mental health difficulties (Cleaver, Unell & Aldgate, 2011).

Given the vulnerabilities and predisposing factors that indicate that parents with a learning disability are struggling, it is unsurprising that “there are increasing numbers of parents with learning disabilities in contact with services’ (Department of Health and Department for Education and Skills 2007, p.36). Professionals have a responsibility to safeguard children, and often we find that professionals don’t feel equipped and supported enough to be confident in their decision making process.
