Aims & Objectives 

of the

Health Sub Group

of the Bristol Learning Difficulties Partnership Board (LDPB)

Aims: -

1.To make sure the health needs of people with a learning difficulty living in Bristol* are given priority. 

2. To ensure that action is taken to reverse the health inequalities suffered by people with a learning difficulty living in Bristol*

Objectives:

1. To be the main group for 

a. finding out about, 

b. talking about, 

c. deciding how important something is and 

d. make sure action is taken,

on all matters affecting the Health of People living in Bristol* with a Learning Difficulty.

2. To make sure that the LDPB is made fully aware of all such health matters and above all, to make the LDPB aware of what needs to be done and what might happen if nothing is done. 

3. To be asked by the LDPB to look into and report back on any area of Health that the LDPB is especially worried about.

4. To, in particular, within the Bristol area, to:-

a. Monitor the way people are offered health action plans and how they are being empowered to take control of their own health needs.

b. Monitor the reduction in “out of area placements” and the development of local “specialist services”.

c. Monitor how the needs of the following special groups of people are met:

· People with complex needs 

· People with behavioural issues

· People who need respite care or help in a crisis.

d. Monitor the way people are offered and encouraged to use screening services.

e. Monitor what work is done to find out how many people in Bristol have a learning difficulty and what their individual needs are.

f. Monitor the accessibility and fairness of health services for people with LD.

g. To promote the needs of people with a learning difficulty and carers within the “health community”.

5. To meet at least quarterly and report in an accessible way to the members of the Health Sub Group and the LDPB.

6. Membership of the Health Sub Group to include: 

a. People with a learning difficulty. 

b. Carers of people with a learning difficulty.

c. Specialist learning difficulty Health Professionals (covering both physical and mental health needs)

d. Someone from Public Health

e. Someone from Transition Services, 

f. Someone from Acute Healthcare*, 

g. Someone from Primary Care (GPs & Health Centres etc), 

h. Someone from Emergency Health services*, 

i. Someone from Out of Hours Health Services*, 

j. Someone from Social Services.

k. Someone from Provider Services

l. Someone from the Care Quality Commission* 

* We would like someone from each of the above organisations to be a member of our group but if they were not able to come to every meeting they could be “virtual members” and get a copy of the minutes and be kept aware of matters that were concerning us.
