Booktrust is developing Storybump in consultation 

with health and educational professionals.

Storybump

The aims and objectives of Storybump are to support 'vulnerable' pregnant women by encouraging them to engage with their unborn child. 'Vulnerable' in this context includes pregnant teenagers and other pregnant women in receipt of targeted services provided by health and social care professionals. Working through the Family Nurse Partnership (FNP), Midwives and Early Years teams, Storybump will gift appealing, high quality packs to these mums-to-be. The free packs will include carefully selected books, as well as advice and other resources to support pregnant women, and, fathers,  in talking, singing and reading to their bump. 
 

Storybump will advocate the importance and benefits of stories, songs and rhymes, for the unborn baby and the wealth of additional advice and activities available for mums-to-be. 

The first pilot of Storybump has been delivered in Nottingham City and Cheshire East with 50 teenage mums. The second pilot will be take place between July and September 2010 and will target 250 vulnerable mum’s in total.  A number of pilot areas will be considered. The pack will be launched in 2011 as a purchasable resource.
Training 

A two hour training session will be offered to all practitioners that will be involved in the gifting of Storybump.

The training will include information on how the pack should be gifted and also information on our other Booktrust national programmes.

Gifting Storybump

· Ideally, the packs will be given between 24 – 28 weeks of pregnancy. 

A number of health professionals are ideally positioned to gift the pack; Midwives, based in children services working with vulnerable women, Family Nurse Partnership (FNP) and Midwives in community settings.

· It is important that the professional gifting the pack thoroughly explains the benefits and the enjoyment to be gained and encourages the expectant mother to talk, sing and read to their bump.  

Research, Evaluation and Monitoring

Practitioners 

· An evaluation will take place with practitioners prior to the training session and before gifting of the pack to identify current professional practice.  Approximately three months after Storybump is gifted the practitioners will be invited to a short follow up briefing  regarding the process to identify any changes needed to the design and content of the pack. We will also ask about any changes to practitioners’ working practice and discuss how the Storybump pack could contribute to health objectives, especially by helping practitioners to focus on the engagement of pregnant women. 

Participants 

· At the time of gifting the Storybump pack, the practitioner will complete a short questionnaire with the pregnant mum to identify if they already engage with their baby in utero by reading stories and singing rhymes.  There will also be a follow up appointment between 35-38 weeks or at the discretion of the midwife, before the baby is born to check whether they have starting using the pack. A follow up questionnaire will be completed three months after the baby has been born and will be conducted over the telephone by Booktrust to evaluate how the packs have been used and gather any additional feedback to aid in building the success of the project moving forwards. 

Support

· Support and guidance will be given by phone and via email by the Booktrust National Development Manager for health partnerships.
