· Ability to communicate in English  

· Commitment to three full days training
· Willing to train other people about the needs of family carers. 
· We are particularly interested in carers looking after a person with learning disabilities although other family carers are also invited to apply.
Venue: Centre for Research in Primary Care, University of Leeds

Duration: the course duration is four full days. It will be conducted once a week for a period of four weeks. 

Date: each Thursday on the 9, 16, 23 and 30 of March 2006. From 10am to 3pm with half an hour lunch break.
