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1in 4 people may get cancer in their lives.

What causes cancer?

We all have cells in our body.
All cells have a job to do. - .

For example, some cells make blood, o o o o @
some cells fight illness.

Cells can go wrong.
They begin to split up too much.

This can mean that a lump begins to
form.

Not all lumps are cancer.

Doctors sometimes remove these
lumps.

Lumps sometimes break up and
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Having Chemotherapy will kill off any cancer cells that are left

WHERE YOU WILL HAVE YOUR TREATMENT
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You will be going to the William Harvey Hospital to have your Chemotherapy treatment.

Staff will stay with you.

You will go home the same day.

WHERE YOU WILL HAVE YOUR TREATMENT
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You will be going to the Kent and Canterbury Hospital to have your Chemotherapy treatment.

Staff will stay with you.

You will go home the same day.

HOW OFTEN YOU WILL HAVE YOUR TREATMENT 
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You will have 1 treatment at a time.

It will be given to you in the morning.

You will wait for 3 weeks between each treatment.

You will have 6 treatments in full.

THE PROCEDURE
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You will have a special needle put in your hand or it may be your arm. 

A machine will slowly inject your medicine into your arm through the needle.
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It will take 3 or 4 hours to

give but you will be sat in a

very comfortable chair and Staff will stay with you all time.
SIDE EFFECTS

After your treatment you may feel
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Tired

· Sick

· Upset

You may have


· Diarrhoea

· Vomiting

· A sore mouth or mouth ulcers


· You may lose some or all of your hair
