Background

Over 80 Local Authorities across England are members of In Control and committed to developing models of self-directed support for Children and Adults. 

There are 770,000 disabled children in the UK, over 90% of disabled children live at home and are supported by their families. Only 1 in 13 families get services from their local social services. Disabled children are 13 times more likely to be excluded from school. 8 out of 10 families with disabled children are at breaking point. A quarter of families with disabled children say services are poor and lack co-ordination. Nearly all of those families know what it would take to make their child and their families lives better – they need to In Control and supported to live their life NOT feed processes which are costly and give the impression they are designed to prevent children getting to the support they need. Disabled children and their families are made to feel they have to be grateful for the support they are lucky to receive from Education, Health, Social Services and DWP – it is not your GIFT to give it is an ENTITLEMENT
