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A MDT meeting to discuss concerns will be arranged in school and will be co-ordinated by the CAMHS/LD clinician. 


Decision taken to:





Concerns regarding possible co-morbidity raised, for example by: community paediatrics, Social Services, Special Schools, Primary Care.





Referral to CAMHS/LD Service for assessment of mental health including functional analysis. Referral will be managed within C.A.P.A.





Initiate Complex MDT Assessment including, where required, input from: Educational Psychology, Paediatrics, Occupational Therapy, Social Services, Sensory Impaired Service etc





No evidence of co-morbidity. CAMHS/LD will:


Signpost elsewhere if necessary.


Provide advice and/or consultation.


Monitor.

 EMERGENCY REFERRALS
