This tool can be used when consideration is being given to 2 or more people living together or sharing a significant level of service support.

When a ‘match’ has been proposed e.g. at an Accomodations meeting the social workers for each person involved should get together to complete the form co-opting other professionals as needed. If the judgement is that the people might be compatible then you would progress to introductions and phased visits etc. 

The tool is an aide to thinking through the issues. There is no scoring system. For some items ticking everyone the same will be positive compatibility wise, for others negative. Some of the items are linked so that if one person scores on one and another the next there is a potential issue.

Tick the “Issues” column and use the notes column to highlight things as you go through for review at the end.
