What is Continuing Healthcare?
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Continuing healthcare is the name given to services that are arranged and paid for by the NHS (national health service) to help people with health needs.
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You can get continuing healthcare whether you live in your own home with family,   or in a care home.

You do not have to pay for continuing healthcare, it is free.
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Sometimes when you get your help from 
social services you might have to pay 
something towards your support.
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When people live at home continuing 
care means that the NHS could pay 
for your personal care or other help.

When people live in a care home the NHS could pay for you to stay at the care home. 

Who gets Continuing Care?

People who are assessed as having primary health care need.     
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That means that your main care needs are to do with your health.
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To find out if you might be able to get continuing healthcare someone would have to ask questions about your care and fill in forms. 
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They will talk to people who work with you like doctors and nurses and your care manager.
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They will send the forms to a person who will help to decide if continuing care is right for you.
Don’t worry!
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If you don’t get continuing healthcare don’t worry, the support you get now should not change.

You will still get help from the NHS for your medical needs (like your doctor or nurse).   
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
