PRESENTATIONS & WORKSHOPS

Chris Walker and Lynne Clutterbuck: Chris and Lynne have facilitated the Relationships and Sexuality course for adults with learning disabilities run by Guideposts Trust for the past three years.  They have a broad experience of working with people with learning disabilities and have undertaken extensive training in issues of Sexuality and Relationships, Sex Education and Abuse.

Workshop: Love, Sex and Everything This workshop will give participants a taste of the Relationship and Sexual Awareness course for adults with learning disabilities.  Past participants will be taking part – sharing their views and offering support.

Alan Fazakerley: Alan has worked for many years with adults with learning disabilities in both statutory and independent services.  He has specialised in the areas of personal relationships and sexuality since 1991, developing and providing staff training, supervision and consultation and the provision of direct work with individuals and groups

Workshop: Working With Men Who Have a Learning Disability Who Exhibit Sexually Inappropriate or Sexually Abusive Behaviours. The aim of this workshop is to enable participants develop a greater awareness of the issues involved in working with men with learning disabilities who exhibit sexually inappropriate or sexually abusive behaviours

Rose Harwood: Rose has 25 years experience of supporting people with Learning Disabilities in Day, Residential and Community settings. She is qualified and registered in Social Work and Teaching in Higher Education, and has facilitated staff training in Health and Local Authority for 6 years. Rose led the working group to develop Gloucestershire’s Sexuality Policy and chairs the Gloucestershire LD Sexuality Advisory Group.  She now runs her own business: ‘Learning Disability Training’. 

Workshop: Legal Issues. Rose’s workshop will cover current policy and legislation relating to people with learning disabilities and sexuality and relationships.
Dr. Pauline Allen & Rachel McKenna: Dr. Pauline Allen is the Clinical Director of Sexual Health Services for Gloucestershire PCT and Rachel McKenna is a family planning nurse with considerable experience with training and supporting  health professionals working with adults with learning disabilities.

Presentation: Access to Sexual Health Services. This is a presentation about the issues for people with learning disabilities who need access to family planning and other sexual health services

Lorraine Regan: ‘Learning Disability Nurse of the Year 2004’  Lorraine won this award for establishing an innovative support group that helps women with learning disabilities to care for their families at home.  The group that she set up gives vulnerable women, whose children are subject to care orders, the necessary skills to look after their families at home and also provides a much needed safe environment to share their parenting experiences.

Presentation and Workshop: Parenting Issues for People with Learning Disabilities

This workshop will explore the issues around parenting skills and the support needed for people with learning disabilities
