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In Control 

A two day course for service workers, people using services and Family members.

This course uses an interactive approach where participants can learn directly using their own experiences and aspirations. 

The course uses a variety of techniques to empower participants; drama presentations by Moveable Feast, real stories from people using Incontrol and interactive workshops.

Individual Budgets
A two day course that give participants an overview and inspiration to enable those wishing to maintain their independence to achieve this with appropriate and creative support.
Person Centred Planning and families as a resource

This is a three day course for staff members, Person Centred Planning facilitators and care managers.

The course gives participants the opportunity to explore ‘out of system’ resources. It particularly focuses on family and community resources and helps participants to think about support to access life opportunities rather than directing people to statutory provision.
Brokerage and how it can work for someone with an Individual Budget
Practically based three day course with two on site follow up visits that directly tackles the problem of ‘brokerage’ within individual budgets and Incontrol. Some of the best minds in the field of learning disability issues have contributed to the content of this course and it is literally a cutting edge experience.
Personal Assistants and their role as Dreamholders
This five day course helps establish a new person centred culture in Personal assistants. It is underpinned with the values that some people need their support worker to be the person to ‘hold onto their dreams’. Understanding and developing the skills for this crucial and fundamental role is inherent throughout the course. 

Modern Days - a team training course

An exciting and innovative course that provides practical and positive solutions to the modernisation process for front line staff. The purpose of this course is to challenge and overcome existing historical working practices and to move towards working in person centred ways enabling disabled people to live full lives in the community. 5 day course followed by 2 days on site consultation. This course is also available adapted for management of change purposes with management level staff
