Dear Duncan Society Members and Supporters,

We continue as a committee to promote the work of the Duncan Society although we are forced to offer a reduced programme of public meetings, financed entirely from membership subscriptions.

The autumn programme began on 26th September with a presentation by Dr Sylvia Dillon entitled ‘Dementia: Prevention and Management’ which provoked a great deal of productive discussion and a request for Dr Dillon to provide a follow-up session, which we will try to arrange for summer or early September

In November, the 28th Annual Duncan Memorial Lecture was given by Professor Martin McKee, Professor of European Public Health, London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine. The title was, ‘Capitalism in Crisis: the Implications for Health and Health Policy’ and focused on the ways in which the recession is affecting areas on which the NHS depends, such as research and development in the pharmaceutical companies.

For spring this year, we are attaching details of two meetings – both of great significance at present. 
The first – on Tuesday 9th April, will be presented by Dr Paula Grey, joint Director of Public Health
for Liverpool.  Together with two of her senior colleagues – Dr Andrew Liu and Dr Nadim Fazlani, 
she will outline the Public Health reforms which will come into effect on April 1st and focus on what
 they will mean in terms of service to patients.  This meeting, The NHS Reforms: Navigating the
 Future April 2013 will start at the usual time of 6.00.pm and be held in the University of Liverpool, 
Jane Herdman  Lecture Theatre, The Herdman  Building, Brownlow Street.

On May 2nd Mary Matthiesen will present ‘Conversations for Life’.  Mary is the founding director
 of the north-west based ‘Conversations for Life’ programme, which aims to engage with the public 
and organisations in order to overcome the fear of talking about death and dying and to support more
 people to live their last days in the place of their choice. The meeting will start at 6.00. and will be in
 The Hague Building, Liverpool John Moores University, Students  Union, Maryland Street (off 
Hope Street /Rodney Street).

Finally, the Annual General Meeting (AGM) of the Duncan Society, will be held on Wednesday 29th
 May at 6.00.pm - again in the Hague Building, LJMU Students Union.  Further details and voting
 papers will be sent to all subscribed members within the next month.

We look forward to seeing you at our meetings in April and May and we will be in touch again soon with further updates.
