On the internet

The questions are all on the internet.

To answer them you need to:
1. Have your paper census form
ready.
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3. Go to www.census.gov.uk.
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4. Click the link “Click to fill it in”
to go to the census form.

\ 5. Each census form has an Internet
N Access Code on it at the top.
e | = Type the code from your census
e form into the box on the screen.
Do it carefully and check it is right.

6. If you do not finish all the
questions in one go, you can save
those you have done and come

Save and come back later back later to finish.

7. Once you have finished it, send it to
us by clicking the ‘Submit’ button.

Answer all the questions that apply
to you.

Send it back to us in the freepost
envelope.

Make sure the address on the
form can be seen in the
envelope window.

Do not put anything else in the
envelope.
