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The Ethnicity Training Network is an organisation that will help people to get training and skills to deal with issues relating to ethnicity and health. 
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We plan to do this by arranging training, targeting professionals who work directly with minority ethnic communities.  

“Why do we need an Ethnicity Training Network?”
Research has shown that people from minority ethnic groups come up against various barriers when they need to access services.  
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Some of these include a lack of information about services, poor cultural understanding by service staff and language differences. People with learning disabilities from minority ethnic families face different forms of discrimination, which often results in their needs not being met.
