





HOW TO GET TO KINGSTON UNIVERSITY (Kingston Hill Campus)








By Train





Trains are frequent to Kingston, leaving London Waterloo mainline station.  From Cromwell Road Bus Station, Kingston Town Centre, a short walk from the BR station, the 85 bus goes up Kingston Hill towards Putney and will stop outside the University - ask for Kingston University.








By Bus





From London, Kingston is served by buses 85 (Putney - this bus can be caught in Kingston Town Centre - Eden Street or from Cromwell Road Bus Station), 57 (Streatham): 65 (Ealing): 281 (Hounslow): 285 (Heathrow via Feltham): 111 (Heathrow): 131 (Clapham Common): 152 (Mitcham): 213 (Sutton): 371 (Richmond) and 71 (Chessington).





Local services K2 (Surbiton, Hook): K3 (Surbiton, Esher): K6 (Robin Hood Roundabout) and K10 (Staines, Weybridge, Walton on Thames).








By Car





From the North - M1 to Junction 6a 


(M25), M25 to Junction 13 (A30), follow signs to A308 (Kingston) through Staines, Sunbury, Hampton Court and on to Kingston Bridge (see map of Kingston Centre for further instructions).





From London and the West - A3 to Robin Hood Roundabout, take the right lane filter onto Kingston Vale (A308).








Airports





From Heathrow, catch the 111 or 285 bus route straight to Kingston upon Thames, or take the Piccadilly Line Underground service to Earls Court, change to the District Line to Wimbledon and catch a Kingston bound mainline train.





From Gatwick, take a Network South East train to Clapham Junction and catch a Kingston bound train from there.
