You can help

This is your chance to help to make learning disability services in England better.
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To help us with the audit, we will be setting up peer review teams. 

Each team will be led by a member of Healthcare Commission staff and will have up to 3 people. 

The teams will be made up of people with a learning disability, family carers, and some staff. 
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About the audit

· You will get 1 day of training.

· You will take part in at least 3 audits.

· The audits will start in 2007.

· Each audit will take about 12 hours.  This includes time to prepare.
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Paid work

Service users (people with a learning disability) and family carers will get £5.50 per hour and expenses for things like travel and so on.

For clinicians and managers (staff), a secondment agreement with your organisation will be arranged on a voluntary basis.  

How to apply for a job with the Peer Review Teams
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If you are service user or a family carer you will need to fill in the contact details and equal opportunities forms.
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If you are a clinician or manager, you will need to provide a written statement of no more than 500 words showing why you can do this work. You will also need to complete the contact details and equal opportunities forms.
