The University of Dublin, Trinity College 

Trinity College Dublin

Trinity College, the single constituent college of the University of Dublin, was founded by Queen Elizabeth I in 1592, and so celebrated its first Quatercentenary in 1992.  It is the oldest university in Ireland and one of the older universities of Western Europe.  Based on the general pattern of the ancient colleges at Oxford and Cambridge, Trinity has a main campus extending over 40 acres in a unique site in the heart of the city. Trinity College Dublin is the only Irish university to feature in the top 200 universities in the Times Higher Education Supplement’s world university rankings published in 2006. The College was ranked in 78th place in the world and 25th in Europe.

Most academic activity is concentrated in the main college campus.  However recent developments have allowed expansion of the Health Sciences Faculty off -campus, in three major locations – a purpose built facility in the largest teaching hospital in Ireland, at St. James’s Hospital in Dublin, another in the Adelaide and Meath Hospital, incorporating the National Children’s Hospital at Tallaght and the newly developed School of Nursing and Midwifery campus in D’Olier St.  

The vigour of any university must be judged by its commitment to research.  In the early twenty-first century, this often takes the form of partnership with major international companies or of inter-institutional co-operation within the framework of programmes of the European community, and in both, Trinity is in a leading position in Ireland.

 In 2004/05, TCD was highly successful in securing research income, earning €67 million by the end of September, 2005 (an increase of 19% from €56.4 million in the previous academic year). In February 2005 TCD announced the commencement of construction of Ireland’s first purpose-built nanoscience research institute, the Centre for Research on Adaptive Nanostructures and Nanodevices (CRANN). This €29m development will house 150 scientists, technicians and graduate students in a state of the art facility is due be completed by the end of 2006

In other fields, the Library is the heart of research activity, and here Trinity is particularly fortunate.  With a bookstock of over 4 million volumes the College Library is one of the largest in Europe. It benefited from a major €20m expansion of its open-access book-stacks and reading space with the opening of the Ussher Library in 2003.  Along with the British Library in London and the university libraries at Oxford and Cambridge, Trinity College Library enjoys the privilege of receiving all Irish and U.K. copyright material.

The University is controlled by an academic board, chaired by the Provost.  Academic matters are under the control of the University Council, again chaired by the Provost.   

At the beginning of the academic year 2005/06, new academic structures were in situ following an ‘Agenda for Change,’ which were developed to ensure that the College’s high standing as a research and teaching institution would be enhanced. Five faculties comprising 17 Schools and three Vice-Deaneries were established to replace six faculties and 62 departments. The five faculties comprise the Faculty of Arts and Humanities; Faculty of Social and Human Sciences; Faculty of Engineering and Systems Sciences; Faculty of Health Sciences and the Faculty of Science. During the course of the academic year the process of consolidation of disciplines into Schools continued with the formation of five additional Schools. There are now 22 Schools and two Vice-Deaneries.
Trinity College had a total student population of 15,322 for the academic year 2005/ 2006 of which there were 10,791 undergraduates (10,156 full-time/ 635 part-time) and 4,531 postgraduates (2,704 full-time/ 1,827 part-time).

3.
The Faculty of Health Sciences

The Faculty of Health Sciences comprises of 4 professional schools responsible for the education and training of Dentists, Doctors, Midwives, Nurses, Occupational Therapists, Physiotherapists, Pharmacists and Therapeutic Radiographers.  The Faculty has a strong graduate programme with over 170 students registered for research degrees (PhD/MD) and over 300 participating in the wide range of taught MSc/Diploma programmes. 

The Faculty promotes an environment that fosters a team approach to the delivery of healthcare in the hospital and the community.  This multi-professional ethos encourages mutual respect and understanding between health professionals and the sharing of knowledge and skills, which facilitates efficient teamwork and healthy professional relationships.  This shared experience also promotes co-operation in education and research within the professions and allows more efficient use of expertise and educational facilities.

Educational facilities for the professional schools in the Faculty are situated both on the City Centre campus and in the Trinity Centres associated with affiliated hospitals. In the early 1990s the Faculty embarked on a capital building programme the total scale of which now stands at between EU 100m and EU 125m, of which over EU 50m is already committed. As part of this programme the College has built major new teaching and research facilities at the Trinity Centres for Health Sciences in the Adelaide and Meath Hospital, Dublin Incorporating the National Children’s Hospital at Tallaght and at St. James’s Hospital. 

4.
The School of Nursing and Midwifery 

4.1.
VISION

The School of Nursing and Midwifery exists to develop the research base for the nursing and midwifery professions and to provide education for nurses and midwives at all stages of their career. By 2010, the School will have enhanced its national and international recognition within the nursing and midwifery professions as a centre of excellence for teaching and research. The student complement will stand at 1550, of whom 70 will be research students, 200 postgraduate, and the remainder (1280) at undergraduate level. 
The School will consist of an integrated, cohesive team composed of administrative, academic and teaching support staff who understand and value each other’s roles and contribution to the overall goals of the School. The School will be known nationally and abroad as an exciting, challenging and rewarding place to work and learn.

4.2.
MISSION STATEMENT

The School of Nursing and Midwifery aims to provide leadership in multi-professional healthcare research, education and practice at local, national and international levels. We strongly support the principle of equal access, and encourage all students and staff to achieve their full potential within an open, liberal and facilitative environment. The ethos of the School is one that sees the patient/client as the primary focus. We seek to make a major contribution to evidence based, high quality health care on the island of Ireland and abroad, and will achieve this through excellence in the provision of teaching for pre- and post-registration nurses and midwives and in the conduct of world-class research.

4.3.
TRADITION AND CORE VALUES

4.3.1.
Introduction

The School of Nursing and Midwifery was established in September 1996 to enable the development of undergraduate and post-graduate nursing education programmes in the Faculty of Health Sciences, and is located in 24, D’Olier St.. There are two professions represented in the School, nursing and midwifery, and the nursing section is composed of four disciplines: general, psychiatric, intellectual disability and children’s nursing. Teaching takes place on the Trinity College campus, in the D’Olier St premises, and in School premises in the Faculty of Health Sciences' buildings at St. James' and Tallaght Hospitals. 

The present staff complement in the School consists of: the Director, 62 lecturers, 7 support teaching staff and 28 secretarial/technical/administrative staff. There are 5 senior appointments at academic level, one Chair and 4 Senior Lecturers. Total student numbers are 1500 in October 2006. It is expected that by 2010, the numbers will settle at 1550 when the BSc in Midwifery and the integrated children’s and general nursing programme reach steady state, and due to a planned decrease in other undergraduate numbers and increase in the postgraduate cohort. Staff numbers will also rise to approximately 70 academics, 9 support teaching staff and 30 support staff, with an increase in the senior/junior academic ratio. 

In the short ten-year history of the School, it has developed a national and international record of research funding, conduct and dissemination second to none in the nursing and midwifery field in the Republic of Ireland. In addition, it has become established as one of the largest Schools of Nursing and Midwifery in the country, with the highest numbers of undergraduate and research students.

4.3.2.
Philosophy of the School of Nursing and Midwifery

Nursing and midwifery incorporate the concepts and principles of caring, empowerment, partnership, holism and a respect for uniqueness. The practice of nursing and midwifery is accountable, ethical, proactive and responsive to healthcare needs, effecting a positive contribution or transformation by being with, and responding to, an individual, family, community and society. Practice is underpinned by a dynamic knowledge-base, grounded in evidence and inclusive of contributions from science and the humanities. The wide variety of practice settings provides the environment from which new nursing and midwifery knowledge develops. Valuing and promoting the different approaches and conceptualisations of nursing and midwifery that arise, particularly from the diversity of disciplines within nursing represented in the School, is regarded as enhancing the vision for nursing and midwifery that the School holds.

Nursing and midwifery education is a lifelong process that reflects the knowledge and skills required to inform practice and contribute to the advancement of the relevant profession and the changing needs of society. The curricula offered by the School of Nursing & Midwifery, taking cognisance of the College Mission, provide a pathway for personal and professional development that seeks to enable students to fulfil their potential. This pathway reflects evolving healthcare requirements.

The philosophy of education and learning espoused by the School celebrates the individual, whilst also harnessing collegial co-operation across schools of thought. Staff are encouraged and enabled to continue their own personal and professional development in a liberal, facilitative environment. Students are facilitated through teaching and learning to become articulate, inquisitive practitioners capable of problem solving, analysis, reflection and self-direction at a level appropriate to their development on the pathway. Students are respected and valued as adults. In their pursuit of personal and professional development they are guided, supported and facilitated by educators through the implementation of a caring and responsive curriculum.

4.4
TEACHING
4.4.1.
Undergraduate Programmes
In October 1996 the three-year General Nursing Registration/Diploma in Nursing Programme commenced, in association with The Adelaide and Meath Hospital, Dublin, Incorporating the National Children's Hospital at Tallaght and St. James’ Hospitals. The Eastern Health Board and St. Patrick’s Hospitals joined the programme in October 1997 to provide a psychiatric nursing stream and Stewart’s Hospital and St. Anne's Sisters of Charity of Jesus and Mary, Moore Abbey, Monasterevin linked up in October 1998 to provide a learning disabilities stream. From October 2002, this Diploma programme ceased and the new four-year BSC Nursing commenced, with the same three strands and an annual intake of 233 students. 

A one-year ‘access’ programme commenced in May 1997, to allow registered nurses to prepare for entrance onto the degree programme. The one-year Bachelor in Nursing Studies degree course commenced in January 1998 and ran annually with two intakes totalling 300 students. From October 2005, only one intake will be taken annually in October each year.

From June 2000 to 2003, a 3-year Diploma in Midwifery (Direct Entry) programme took place on a once-off, pilot basis with 20 students. In October 2003, the one-year Bachelor in Midwifery degree course commenced to facilitate the Diploma in Midwifery (Direct Entry) students, and other registered midwives who have undertaken the access course, to continue to degree level. The student numbers on each of these courses are set out in Table 4 (page 10).

In October 2006, a new 4.5 year integrated children’s and general nursing strand, with 20 students per intake annually, and a 4-year BSc in Midwifery, with 40 students per intake annually, commenced. Table 11 sets out the student numbers at present in each cohort and the expected numbers for the next four years until steady state is reached.

4.4.2.   Postgraduate Programmes

4.4.2.1.    Introduction

There are currently four core areas of postgraduate teaching, learning and research at the School of Nursing and Midwifery.  These are 

1. PhD and MSc by Research 

2. Taught MSc and Associated Programmes 

3. Postgraduate Diplomas Leading to Registration 

4. Postgraduate Diplomas in Specialist and Oncological Nursing.  

The undertaking of a significant programme of research is central to the PhD and MSc by research programmes. Whilst the taught MSc programme involves the completion of a research thesis, much of this course involves classroom activity and assessment through assignments. Both the postgraduate diplomas leading to registration and postgraduate diplomas in specialist nursing combine classroom teaching and learning with clinical practice and training, and are therefore carried out in close cooperation with the following associated Health Service Providers: The Rotunda Hospital, Our Lady of Lourdes Hospital Drogheda (until Oct 2007), the National Children’s Hospital, St. Luke’s Hospital, St. James’ Hospital, Tallaght Hospital, the Daughters of Charity, St. Mary’s Hospital, East Coast Area Health Service, Dundrum Mental Hospital and the Coombe Women’s Hospital (from October 2006). 

4.4.2.2.
PhD and MSc by Research

Table 3 gives a comparison between our research student numbers and those of the other national universities in February 2005, and shows that the Trinity College School of Nursing and Midwifery educates 32% of the country’s research students in nursing and midwifery. We plan to increase this number by 20% per annum for the next five years and the advertised posts are a key element in that plan.

4.4.2.3.    Taught MSc and Postgraduate Diplomas

4.4.2.4.   Vision for postgraduate development

In keeping with the strategic plan of Trinity College, the School of Nursing and Midwifery will strive to be recognised as the leading fourth level research and educational centre for nursing and midwifery in Ireland. This will require a focused programme of consolidation and expansion, particularly for PhD, MSc by research and taught MSc programmes. This expansion will be carried out over the next 5 years, will build on the School’s present success, and will be closely linked to the broader research agenda currently being developed at the School of Nursing and Midwifery.

4.5.
RESEARCH

4.5.1.   Introduction

Planning and executing the research activity for the next five years and beyond is a welcome challenge that is seen as an opportunity to contribute to the knowledge society that is Ireland today. The ultimate objective of the School’s research strategy is to produce high quality research of a national and international standing that will assist in developing a knowledge base to enhance health and social well-being across the life continuum from birth to a dignified death. The Research Strategy for Nursing and Midwifery in Ireland (2003) details the necessity for continued growth of nursing and midwifery research in Ireland from both a global and local perspective in terms of effectiveness and efficiency, and from a professional and personal perspective also. Although one of the largest schools in College, Nursing and Midwifery is also one of the youngest and, as is true of other academic nursing and midwifery schools in the country, there is not a tradition of PhD level staff or funded research.

The School of Nursing and Midwifery recognises the interdisciplinary nature of holistic health care and actively fosters a culture of collaboration with other professions such as social work, education, occupational therapy, physiotherapy, medicine, sociology and health promotion. A number of linkages have been established and there are new efforts around the TILDA project (Trinity Longitudinal Study of Ageing) and in exploring opportunities related to the college-wide themes. Given the nature of nursing and midwifery, developing clinical research is also of paramount importance, and close working relationships with clinical areas in affiliated health service providers are well established, with the aim of developing evidence-based nursing and midwifery policy and practice.

4.5.2.   Research activity

Twenty-two of the 63 staff (35%) are currently research active, using College’s definition, and 14 have obtained external research grants (4 as PI), totalling over €3m. Over the past 3 years, 9 staff members have achieved PhD level and there are currently 10 staff members undertaking doctoral studies with 2 anticipating to submit theses in 2007. One staff member has supervised 3 MSc and 7 PhD theses to completion, three have supervised one MSc student each to completion, and eight staff members are presently supervising the school’s existing 36 MSc/PhD students. In addition, the School has been successful in gaining 35% of the total funding available from the Health Research Board Clinical Research Fellowships in Nursing and Midwifery scheme 1999-2005 (6 Fellowships in Nursing and 2 in Midwifery) and the only Junior Scientist in Nursing award. 

Our two main areas of research activity, ‘Maternity care and women’s health’ and ‘Ageing and disability/dementia’ have together brought in over €2m in external funding in the past 5 years, including involvement in multinational projects. A further €600,000 has been obtained in the same time through smaller grants in a diverse range of nursing subjects, which may form the basis for future development. These are important achievements and should be viewed in the context that only 8 of the 63 staff (13%) have been employed in the School for longer than four years.

4.5.3.   Key and developing areas of strength

The School is already the national reference point for midwifery research and for research in ageing, dementia and intellectual disability, and has an international reputation in both these areas. Initial international networks have been developed within these fields and collaborative proposals or projects are in progress. For example, current Health Research Board funded research efforts on ageing and intellectual disability are linked to similar projects funded at the University at Albany by the US Administration on Aging and these efforts are currently being further expanded to include other European Countries under the joint leadership of the School of Nursing and Midwifery and the University at Albany. Similarly, the funded research in midwifery-led care has led to the development of a relationship with the normal birth group in the University of Lancashire and a bid for funding under the EU 7th Framework is in preparation. These are areas of strength that need to be built upon and more international links will be developed in the years ahead.

Recent strategic development and leadership has focused on a more co-ordinated approach to research in other areas within the School and a number of recognised Research Groupings have been established, with a PhD-level group leader identified and an experienced visiting professor engaged for each group, to provide support and mentorship in both research proposal writing and publication.  The groups are as follows:

· Cardiovascular (Dr. Gabrielle McKee and Dr. Sharon O’Donnell with Visiting Prof. Debra Moser)

· Mental Health (Agnes Higgins and Jean Morrissey with Visiting Professor Phil Barker)

· Ageing and Disability (Dr. Mary McCarron with Visiting Professor Philip McCallion) 

· Oncology and Palliative Care (Dr. Mary McCarron with Prof Cecily Begley and Visiting Professor Karen Cox)   

· Education (Sylvia Huntley-Moore with Visiting Professor Alison While)

· Maternity care and women’s health (Dr. Jo Murphy-Lawless and Prof Cecily Begley with Visiting Professor Mike Clarke). 

· Management (Dr. Liz Curtis and Dr. Richard Redmond)

The central aim of this approach is to help staff to focus and work towards agreed objectives and to build on existing areas of strength. These recognised research groups have been closely aligned with key themes that reflect the overall College Research Strategy. It is anticipated that successful applicants for the advertised senior posts will have a pivotal role in advancing existing research, and in supporting novice researchers and future PhD students in the above groups.

4.7.
PHYSICAL FACILITIES

The School is based in 24, D’Olier St, adjacent to the main campus of Trinity College. This beautiful building is composed of three original houses, one in neo-Tudor style and two dating from the Art-Deco period. Clinical skills laboratories and seminar rooms are accommodated in School facilities in the Faculty of Health Sciences building on the TCD St James’s Hospital site.

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The glass cortile area, which houses a 60-seat lecture room and doubles as a social/entertainment space. This area uses a range of decorative motifs inspired by Persian and Egyptian architecture.

The clinical skills laboratory facilities, a number of seminar rooms, a laboratory and computer lab are situated within the Trinity Centre for Health Sciences on the St. James’s Hospital site. Further facilities are under construction in the Trinity Centre for Health Sciences on the Tallaght Hospital site and at Trinity College’s premises in Foster Place.

4.8.
FUNDING

The School’s undergraduate programmes are funded directly by the Department of Health and Children. The postgraduate programmes and research students are funded through student fees.

In addition, the School or its members compete for research funding to the EU, the Wellcome Trust, the Irish Heart Foundation, the Cancer Research Fund, the Arthritis Foundation and the Health Research Board (HRB) and An Bord Altranais. The HRB has significantly increased its commitment to the provision of funding specifically for nursing and midwifery research in Ireland. Role of Senior Lecturers in Intellectual Disability Nursing 

The appointees to the Senior Lecturer post(s) will be expected to be willing to assume one of the Director’s roles within the School for three years in the first instance, renewable for a further three years. Senior Lecturers and Associate Professors in the School will also form the pool from which the next Director of the School will be selected when the position falls vacant. These posts are documented in the attached outline of the School structure (Appendix).

In addition to assuming responsibilities in teaching, research and administration, the senior appointee(s) will be expected, in conjunction with the Director of Research, to provide leadership in the development of research within the School and in professional education and practice. An involvement in clinical practice is also expected, the level and amount to depend on the nature of the post-holder’s specialty. 

The posts involve strategic development at a time of great change and require individuals with a broad vision and strong leadership skills. Academic leadership will involve support for the research interests of the academic staff in the School, the development of collaboration in teaching and research both within the university and with other institutions and a deeper integration of the School’s research activity with clinical work in the eleven linked hospitals. Academic leadership will also involve the acquisition of research funds, the development of graduate student research and the facilitation of development of the physical resources available to the School. Liaison with the professions of nursing and midwifery in Ireland and internationally is also expected.
