Rectal Valium Assessment

AIM:

The aim of the training is to provide the student with a basic understanding of how to administer Rectal Valium. The student will also be able to describe and demonstrate the safe practice and recognise when Rectal Valium is required.

PLAN:
The assessment process is divided into theoretical and practical elements. In the morning the students will begin by completing a written assessment (part 1). In the afternoon and following the presentations the student will represented with the written assessment. The student must demonstrate a sound theoretical understanding.

The presenters will then spend the morning teaching the student how to administer Rectal Valium, safely and efficiently. The practical test is designed for the student to demonstrate that they can implement the theory into practice. Two assessors, who will provide the student with a scenario, will assess the student using a standard checklist. Essential elements of practice must be demonstrated for the student to pass. 

The student must pass both the written and practical tests to demonstrate that the are competent to administer rectal Valium to a client. If a student is unsuccessful they may be given the opportunity to re sit the part referred on the same day or at a later date.

It is the aim of the assessors to inform student on the day of training if they have been successful, however written notification will be sent.

The assessors anticipate that the course will last from 9.30am until 4pm.
