From M58: Merge onto the A5036 (Dunningsbridge Road) 

Keep right and then at traffic lights, turn right into A5207 - Northern Perimeter Road (signposted Sefton/Thornton/Formby A565) - Police Station on right corner at lights.  Follow Northern Perimeter for approx. 1+1/2 miles. 

At next traffic lights turn left onto Buckley Hill Lane (B5422) and at T junction (traffic lights and Fire Station on left hand side), turn right onto Edge Lane.  Take 2nd left onto Drummond Road and at the bottom of the road turn left into Play Football car park.

From A565 (main Southport - Liverpool road) coming from Liverpool. 

Follow A565 heading north.  At traffic lights at Crosby village turn right (signposted Southport).  At roundabout, take 3rd exit still A565 Moor Lane (signposted Southport/Formby/Thornton).  At next main traffic lights turn right onto Edge Lane (new Aldi store on left hand side at

lights) - signposted Litherland/Netherton).

Drummond Road is on the right hand side (6th turning), next turn after St. William Road.  At the bottom of the road turn left into the Play Football car park.

From A565 coming from Southport. 

Follow A565 south towards Liverpool. 

After Ince Blundell woods at end of dual carriageway, follow road round sharp right hand bend, go through first set of traffic lights, keep left and at second set of traffic lights, turn left onto Edge Lane (new Aldi store on right hand side on far side of lights)- signposted Ligherland/Netherton.  Drummjond Road is 6th turning on right - next turn after St. William Road.  At the bottom of the road turn left into the Play Football car park.
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
