Whilst it is recognised that the emphasis of applications will vary according to the focus of individual initiatives, the following guidance offers suggestions for the content, presentation and structure of your application.

Entry form
This is an essential part of the application, please ensure that it is legible and fully completed. You need to submit one form only.

The title/focus
You need to submit a 2000 word essay on 

Health-inequalities addressing the challenges – the role of the student nurse. Your work could be a reflection on a practice intervention you have taken part in; a critical analysis on the issues; a case study; or a critical incident analysis 
References
All literature referred to and/or relevant to the submission must be referenced correctly using the modified Harvard system.  Client confidentiality will be assured at all times, and evidence of informed consent noted by your mentor/and or personal tutor
Presentation
Submissions must be typed using double-spacing on numbered, single sides of A4 paper.
Entry can either be by post or email to Helen Laverty: Please submit 1 copy. You are advised to keep a copy of all paperwork relevant to the submission yourself.  Email acknowledgement of receipt will be sent.
The closing date is Friday 14th March 2008 at 12.30 pm. No entries will be accepted after this date. The winners will be announced at the POSITIVE CHOICES CONFERENCE 2008 on April 4th 2008 at Edgehill University Ormskirk.
