The template includes coded data entry for all the quality indicators for learning disabilities required by the 2006 GMS GP contract and Tower Hamlets Local Enhanced Service.  

This template is linked to the code for learning disabilities.  When this code is entered a prompt appears asking whether you want to use the template.  We have deliberately not included the diagnosis code in the template, in case it encourages multiple diagnoses over time.  

The GP contact requires practices to produce a register of patients over the age of 18 with learning disabilities.  The preferred codes (where the % sign refers to all daughter codes) are:
