Dear Anonymous, you might like to look at Getting on with Cancer, by Veronica Donaghy, Jane Bernal, Irene Tuffrey-Wijne and Sheila Hollins, illustrated by Beth Webb in the Books Beyond Words series,l available from the Royal College of Psychiatrists website. http://www.rcpsych.ac.uk/publications/booksbeyondwords.aspx . It tells the story of Veronica, a woman who has cancer. It shows her having surgery, chemotherapy and radiotherapy. It also shows how she finds out that she has cancer. The book is divided into sections so that the person you are working with only need look at the sections that are relevant to her at that time. The story is told in pictures but there is supporting text and explanations of medical jargon at the back. In using Books Beyond Words we strongly advise that the supporting person looks through the book first and that the supporter and the person they are working with then look at the book together. The person can describe what is happening, this often prompts people to come up with their own questions and feelings. Some questions about cancer may be ones that you, as a Learning Disabilities professional, do not know the anwers to. The lady you are working with may want to ask her doctor or cancer nurse more about this and you can then support her to do so, she wants you to. I hope this is helpful 

At St George's we are interested in finding out more about how people with learning disabilities experience cancer and cancer treatment. Irene Tuffrey Wijne is doing a research project that involves her spending time with peole who have cancer, finding out what they think about it.
