National Sxual Health and HIV Advisory Committee

At the recent meeting of the national committee, Shona Robison announced the inclusion of HIV in its title recognizing the importance of HIV as an issue to be tackled in Scotland – this means that it will be shortened to NSHHAC, which isn’t too much of a tongue twister!  The Minister also announced that the Committee’s membership was under review and it was likely that this would be revised to better reflect Respect and Responsibility’s objectives.

Reform of the Law on Rape and Sxual Offences 
Scottish Government recently published the Sxual Offences (Scotland) Bill was published on 18 June 2008 (http://www.scottish.parliament.uk/business/bills/billsInProgress/index.htm).  It is part of a range of measures being taken to improve how the criminal justice system responds to rape and other sx offences and challenges unacceptable attitudes to consent.  It aims to reform a complex mix of common law and statute, replacing that with a clear legal framework which more accurately reflects the values of modern society.  The Bill is in line with the Scottish Law Commission’s proposals except that a) it does not decriminalise consensual sxual intercourse between 13-15 year olds; nor b) does it decriminalise consensual sxual violence.

The Bill will now progress through the Parliamentary process.  Current legislation will apply until the Bill, following due Parliamentary debate and any amendments, becomes an Act of the Scottish Parliament and its provisions are commenced. Those professionals who support and protect young people who are sxually active or thinking of becoming so will continue to do so in line with current professional practices and protocols in this area.  

RESEARCH
New Health and Wellbeing Profiles for Community Health Partnership (CHP) areas in Scotland

Launched by ScotPHO, these new profiles comprise 61 indicators of health and wider determinants of health, together with individual profile reports for 30 CHP areas in Scotland. In addition to a Scotland Overview report (including data for NHS boards) and a full technical report, profiles for the 10 Community Health (and Care) Partnership areas in NHS Greater Glasgow 
and Clyde have been produced separately by the Glasgow Centre for Population Health.  All are accessible on: http://www.scotpho.org.uk/profiles/
The profiles provide up-to-date and local relevant public health information, particularly highlighting health and social inequalities and trends in key indicators, and should aid commissioners and planners to target resources and set priorities to maximise the use of local resources.
Child protection policy and practice and the needs of LGBT young people 

Commissioned by the Scottish Government Education Directorate Sponsored Research Programme and conducted on behalf of LGBT Youth Scotland by the TASC Agency, this project involved research with managers, supervisors and practitioners from sectors such as youth work, education, police, health and social work, alongside research with LGBT young people themselves. Sx Education Forum investigates on-site sxual health services in schools and pupil referral units 

The English based Sx Education Forum (SEF) has conducted the first ever English survey of on-site sxual health services in secondary schools, and pupil referral units (PRUs). Based on information from 70% of English Local Authorities, the survey found that of the 2,185 schools surveyed, 29% had an on-site sxual health services.   This supports the evidence that the combination of good SRE in schools, linked to easily accessible, confidential, sxual health services is key to reducing teenage pregnancy rates and improving sxual health. The Irish Minister for Finance has recently launched the Women in Sxuality Education (WiSE UP) Impact Report in Dublin.  This is a pilot programme on sxuality education designed by the Irish Family Planning Association (IFPA), for women living and working in communities experiencing social exclusion.

From 2005 to 2007, the twenty week WiSE UP programme including accredited training courses in sxuality education was delivered to women, including traveller women, in regeneration areas.  The course content included contraception and STIs, sxual health services, prejudices and myths about sx, sxuality and minority groups and links between alcohol/drug use and sxual health. An underpinning desire was to enable the women explore personal, cultural and religious values that impact on sx and sxuality and develop strategies for challenging these and managing difficult situations in sxuality education. And a key component was for women to develop teaching, facilitation, and other personal skills to enable them to act as an educational resource within their families and communities.

A new report from the HBSC Study (Health Behaviour in School-Aged Children: WHO Collaborative Cross-National Study), was launched earlier in June. by the HBSC International Coordinating Centre at the University of Edinburgh, the WHO European Office and NHS Health Scotland.  This report presents key findings on patterns of health among young people aged 11, 13 and 15 years of age in 41 countries and regions across Europe and North America. Based on a survey conducted in 2005-2006 on 204,000 young people, the study provides the most comprehensive evidence to date on the health, health-related behaviour and the social contexts of young people in industrialised nations – in relation to sxual health, it sets the earlier Scottish report in a wider international context.
